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Offshore Mining and Exploration

an LNG carrier for transport to Asian markets. Supply and maintenance for the project
will be run out of Darwin harbour, through the NT Governméns pr oposed M
Supply Base.An appraisal drilling program is currently underway in the Petrel permit,
the results from which will clarify the size of the reservoir and help in the design of the

floating LNG facility.

Bonaparte LNG is keen to maimastrong relationships and communication with the
seafood industry and has besgularlycommunicating with NTSC CEO, Katherine
Sarneckin the progress and status of the project.

The second Darwin Harbour Cleélp day wa held on Tuesday, July 5 and once
again was successful in bringing together a range of stakeholders to do something
positive for the Harbour and hopefully raise awareness of rubbish issues in our marine
environment.

Around 90 volunteers and workers govolved, from
a diverse range of government, ngovernment anc
private agencies including Paspaley Pearls, ' %
Fisheries, NT Water Police, Darwin Port CorporatiGe
Parks and Wildlife Junior Rangers, and Surf L&
Saving NT. Eight boats were out on the gvaZ land
based crews collected rubbish around Darwin andi A
Cox Peninsula, and a dive team from the Museum E2
Art Gallery Northern Territory went to see what th’
could find in Lake Alexander (not much).

metres of fishing line, 4500 plastic bags, 5200 aluminium cans, 1700 drink bottles,
1900 pieces of cardboard (mainly fireworks which contain plastic inside the
cardboard) and 63 thongs.

Frances Bay Area Plan

In the last four years, the Government has kastively developing the Frances Bay
Planning Principles and Frances Bay Area Plarugust 2011 Mr Gerald McCarthy
Minister for Lands and Planning approved an amendment to the Northern Territory
Planning Scheme with regard to the Frances Bay Area Plan and Planning Principles.

Discussions between the Northern Territory Seafood Council, the Darwin Port
Corporation ad various NT Government Departments and Ministers about the
development of Frances Bay area have been ongoing for oyeals. In 1995 the NT
Gover nment gave a firm undertaking that
remain for the industry and that L6404 would be reserved for seafood facilities and
seafood related tourism outlets.

The Frances Bay Planning Principleave adopted the suggestions to reinforce the
areas primary focus for the commercial seafood industry by including in Principle 1
(@) wholesale and retail fish markets and associated seafood facilities (cold
storage/processing/packaging areas and unloading arpasyiously the principles
only referred to wholesale and retail fish markets.

The Frances Bay Area Plan (see page xx) unel@wninor changes, including the
removal of the proposal for a new lock. The plan continues to promote residential
development which was not supported by the Northern Territory Seafood Council.

Given the current insufficiencies of berthing facilities at $her mandés Whar
vessels to take on fuel and supplies, t
public recreation area, opportunity to establish a helipad and berths for tourist craft
was not supported. Similarly the proposal to make the Hornibrodkarf\area a

transport hub for ferry services was not supported as this would result in the loss of
further access to land and services used by industry. The plan remains to cater for both
these potential activities.
