Chairman’s Report

It has been a hectic three months with activitieaking in June
when the Seafood Industry Ball and Awards, Seafeestival and
Seafood Council Board meeting were all held. Initaald an array
of issues including Marine Protected Areas, seis@itivity,
priorities for our fisheries, the NT Environmenbkiction Agency
and Gove Wharf review have been actively pursued.

The Seafood Council is currently involved in comstibns with
both the Commonwealth and NT Government over pregpos
marine protected areas. The NT Government will ésponsible
for proposing MPAs within 3nm of the coast and the
Commonwealth process is looking at waters beyomd. 3n

In June, the Seafood Council attended a workshdxdelaide for
the Commonwealth Bioregional Marine Planning prsces
Commercial fishing representatives from across waliat were
present at the two day workshop. It was resolved ghNational
Industry Working Group be formed to provide a fortonindustry
to jointly consider issues of interest associatéth whe roll-out of
Bioregional Marine Plans around Australia. The 8edfCouncil
will seek a position on this Working Group.

In addition, the Northern Territory Marine ProtattéAreas
Advisory Committee, of which the Seafood Councihisnember,
was presented with draft documentation outlining ithtention of
the NT Government’s plans for MPA'’s in NT waterfieTSeafood
Council has numerous concerns with the drafts ptedeand has
relayed its concerns to Minister Chris Natt.

Adam grew up in country New South Wales before mgki
the shift to Sydney to study at Sydney Universitge next
few years saw him take up a teaching post on thekCo
Islands with Australian Volunteers Abroad.

Sarah.

Board Profile - Chris Cleveland
Pearl Aquaculture Committee

Raised in New Guinea, Chris first came to Australieen
his parents sent him to boarding school in Syditeyas
here that Chris met Nick Paspaley beginning aitifet
association.

Blue Mud Bay — Inter-tidal zone fishing

The Blue Mud Bay decision is still current and #hieiation for commercial fishermen
is as follows-

The Northern Land Council, Anindilyakwa Land Courand Tiwi Land Council have

all agreed to grant a temporary licence and petmiénable continued fishing by
commercial fishers in the inter-tidal zone for teriod from the date of the Federal
Court Decision (March 2007) until two months aftee date of the High Court
Decision. Copies are available on the NLC website.

So while we are waiting for the decision from thighdCourt the NT Government has
advised commercial fishers can continue on theshidsit the temporary licence and
permit has been agreed, and that it is in forcar Mast hold a current NT commercial
fishing licence for the Blue Mud Bay entry pernatapply.

It also means as commercial fishermen you must radtee your current licence
conditions under the Fisheries Act. There has renlany change to the areas you are
allowed to fish, it remains the same as it has gdN@een and no permission has been
granted to fish above closure lines.

You are also required to adhere to requirementslitence renewal, lease and
nomination to another person. You must lodge tlyeired paperwork at Fisheries and
be a licensed operator before leaving port. Licenteases and nominees all cease to
be effective at 30June each year, you must renew them.



If you fail to do so you risk being charged by Fsbs Enforcement as well as having
your permission to enter the inter-tidal zone reatbv

It appears there has been some confusion abowviremand paying licence fees each
year. If you are intending to fish commerciallyeafthe 38 June you must pay your
renewal fees before you go fishing. If you fisheafthe 38 June each year without
lodging the required paperwork and paying your feeBisheries you are committing
an offence. Please read the information provide#iblgeries in the article below.

Licences and vessel registrations — legal requiremts

Fisheries has advised that : All licenses and Vesgestrations expire on 30 June each
year. All temporary transfers, nominations andwlists also expire on this date. An
exemption to this is the Pearling Industry licenseisereby they expire on 31
December.

A licence owner has 6 months, from the expiry @irthicence, to renew their licence.
This means you do not have to renew your licendg 8h December (or 30 June for
Pearling)

But, if you choose to not renew your licence, you cariish that licence, nor can you
temporary transfer or nominate anyone else tohisditence.

The same applies to your registered vessel. Ifhaue not renewed your registration
you cannot use it for the purpose of fishing uyili do so.

Not all licenses are automatically renewed. In sotases payment may not be
received or there may be outstanding returns anmtete documentation presented.
The licence will not be renewed until the renewalgess has been completed. This
also means that, if the licence has not been reshé¢en any lease or nomination will
not be approved.

What's happening to FarmBis?

The current FarmBis programme (FarmBis 3) is du@ntsh on 30 June 2008. Despite
some rumours doing the rounds, the current progmrmas plenty of funds for this
financial year. With cessation of FarmBis 3, then@monwealth Government has
plans fit to radically alter the structure of theogramme for FarmBis 4. The State
Planning Group (SPG) believes that the effects hd testructure will impact
negatively on the uptake of training by Territorynpary producers. The SPG is urging
Minister Chris Natt to lobby his Federal countetgdarreject the proposed restructure
and retain current FarmBis arrangements. The SR@iting for a response from the
Minister.
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Potential and Planned Changes for Gove Wharf

For many years, long term users of the Gove Wthailify, including commercial
fishers have expressed dissatisfaction and fristratith prevailing arrangements.

The Department of Primary Industry Fisheries ancedi recently met with the
Seafood Council and has agreed to commission & sttaml the facility. The scope of
the report will include the current status of faigk, issues and constraints, potential
benefits arriving from any improvements and optiémsinfrastructure development.
GHD Planning have been contracted to undertaksttidy.

As an aside, Bailey’s Fuels, Darwin Manager habalgr confirmed that the company
has struck an agreement that will allow it instalb fuel outlets at the current wharf.
Although it will be within a secure area there vioé 24 hour access to the wharf.

Northern Territory Marine Branch

Over the last 12 months a growing number of membave approached the Seafood
Council for assistance with their contact with tN& Marine Branch. Many are
reporting frustrations at the availability of semifrom the Branch and what is
perceived by industry to be unreasonable requesta surveyors. As a result the
Seafood Council facilitated a meeting which inclddencerned licence holders and a
representatives from the Northern Prawn Fishery.

The key items identified as the most importantésscausing dissatisfaction were; the
interpretation of Universal Shipping Laws; lackexfperienced surveyors; signing off
on minor deficiencies; inequities in prop and shaftveys and inability of vessel
owners to contract private surveyors. The SeafomahCil has alerted the Department
of Planning and Infrastructure of these issues lmglrequested a meeting to try and
resolve some if not all these matters.

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Who needs a refrigerant licence?

The Seafood Council recently wrote to the AustraRefrigeration Council to clarify
the requirements for refrigerant and air conditgnilicence requirement. The
following information was received:

The Ozone Protection and Synthetic Greenhouse Gas Management Regulations 1995
(the Regulations) cover licensing requirements for those who work with refrigeration and
air conditioning systems.

In June 2005 the Australian Refrigeration Council (ARC) was appointed by the Minister for
the Environment and Water Resources to administer the Regulations relative to the
abatement of avoidable emissions of ozone depleting substances and synthetic
greenhouse gases.

The ARC is responsible for granting refrigerant handling licences and refrigerant trading
authorisations approved under the Regulations.

What licences are required to purchase and use refr  igerants?

a. Who needs a refrigerant handling licence?
Any person who handles refrigerant must hold a refrigerant handling licence. A Marine
Transitional Licence is a type of refrigerant handling licence.

b. Who needs a refrigerant trading authorisation?
Any person who acquires, possesses or disposes of refrigerant is required to hold a
refrigerant trading authorisation.

What types of refrigerants do the licences cover?

The refrigerant handling licence and refrigerant trading authorisation cover all
fluorocarbon refrigerants: chlorofluorocarbons, hydrochlorofluorocarbons and
hydrofluorocarbons. Examples of these include R22, R134A and R410A.

What are the costs and durations of refrigerant han  dling licences and refrigerant
trading authorisations?

A refrigerant handling licence costs $100 for 2 years or $50 for 12 months or less unless it
is a trainee refrigerant handling licence, which costs $20 for 1 year.

What is the time frame for implementation of a lice  nce type for marine engineers
and other maritime personnel handling refrigerants?

Any person who handles refrigerant for any work on refrigeration or air conditioning
equipment on vessels at sea is required to hold a Marine Transitional Licence. A letter
from the employer indicating that the applicant is able to competently do the work is
required to obtain a Marine Transitional Licence.

The Department of the Environment and Water Resources is currently considering licence
types that reflect the complexity and diversity of refrigeration and air conditioning
equipment for the marine industries. This work will be undertaken with input from the
relevant industries.
